Results of the Fall Classic

course in an Individual Medal Play Modified Stableford format.

Scoring for a Modified Stableford format is based on points rather than strokes.
Points can be garnered by shooting Net Par on a hole (1 point), Net Birdie (2
points), Net Eagle (4 points) or Net Double-Eagle (8 points). Net bogeys or worse
got you nothing. If you shot 18 Net Pars (equal to shooting your handicap), you
accumulated 18 points and won some money.

There were three flights for the event. Each flight had six winners, based on the
points they earned. There were also Skins games for each flight. All the results
can be found on page 2.

On the same day as the Fall Classic, there were elections held for four of the
seven positions on the Men’s Club Board of Directors.
